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Great reception at the presentation book
release “Catalunya en temps dels ibers”
at the Museum of the History of
Catalonia
Last Wednesday, 4 December, a hundred people attended the presentation of the book
Catalunya, en temps dels ibers, written by Dr Maria Carme Belarte and Dr Joan Santacana,
at the auditorium of the Museu d’Història de Catalunya (MHC) in Barcelona.

The event featured the participation of the authors, who offered a comprehensive overview
of the work and its significance for the study of Iberian societies. Also in attendance were
Josep M. Palet, director of the ICAC; Jordi Principal, director of the MHC; and Rafael Català,
the book’s publisher.

The book, now available in major bookshops, provides a rigorous yet accessible analysis of
the factors that shaped Iberian culture, from its formation to its dissolution under Roman
rule. Through various chapters, the work explores key aspects of this ancient civilisation,
including society and economy, the origins and evolution of Iberian culture, daily life, and
territorial organisation.

Additionally, it presents new insights derived from recent archaeological research at
prominent sites such as Ullastret, Masies de Sant Miquel, and El Vilar de Valls, which have
benefited from renewed research efforts, deepening our understanding of Iberian urban
centres.

The book launch also paid
tribute to Joan Sanmartí, who
passed away in 2022. A pivotal
figure in the study of Iberian
culture, he co-authored,
alongside Joan Santacana, the
previous synthesis work: Els
